Hein masterfully combines and manipulates his compositions with expert use of light, shadow, texture, 
colour, form, proportion, space, rhythm to create an artistic vision.

Although Pretoria-based, he is an internationally acclaimed fine arts photographer who has exhibited in 
China and Europe where he received many international awards. His works have been sold at numerous 
exhibitions throughout South Africa. 

Hein's philosophy is that we get our ideas from the world around us and he therefore constantly studies art 
history and artists to test his values and perspectives in a never-ending quest to synthesize and develop new 
concepts and techniques.

This fine art photographer draws his inspiration for his unique compilations of conceptual images from a 
wide variety of artists across multiple art periods – from the Surrealist paintings of Salvador Dali, Andy 
Warhol's Pop Art and Picasso's Cubism, to the distinctive portraiture of Skrebneski, Avedon, Rankin and 
many more.

After studying fine arts at the University of Pretoria, Hein discovered photography as a medium for visual art. 
His career as a conceptual artist and photographer hit off in 1980. A year 
later he was appointed as a photography lecturer at the then Pretoria 
Technical College until he was appointed as the chief information 
photographer for the South African Tourism Board. 

He has, however, never stopped teaching photography and visual arts. Today 
he is course director of photography at VSS Creative Photo and Design 
College. During the multidimensional masterclasses he offers regularly 
throughout the country, he has instilled his passion for visual arts into many 
aspiring visual artists, as well as seasoned photographers. 

Hein's photography further extends to commissions for murals, advertising, 
commercial and fashion photography and conceptual design.
